a Catholic and gave thanks to our 
God. 
 It is much easier now and all 
of us need to be present, this is our 
ultimate source of grace and expres-
sion of our faith.  This also gives us 
the graces we need to witness, to en-
flesh the body of Jesus as Mary did. 
 We need to be there to step 
up and be with Mary Our Mother, for 
our faith development and the growth 
of our faith.

Get Vaccinated. Vaccination is the best protection against contracting the flu. You need two vaccines to be fully protected this 
year. The seasonal flu vaccine is different from the H1N1 (Swine) flu vaccine. The CDC ( Center for Disease & Control) is en-
courageing people to get both vaccinations.Get the seasonal vaccination as soon as possible and get the H1N1 (Swine) flu vaccina-
tion as soon as it is available in early fall. 

Cover your nose and mouth with a tissue when you cough or sneeze. Throw the tissue in the trash after you use it. 

Wash your hands often with soap and water, especially after you cough or sneeze. Alcohol-based hand cleaners are also effective. 

Avoid touching your eyes, nose or mouth. Germs spread this way. 

Try to avoid close contact with sick people. 

Stay home if you are sick for 7 days after your symptoms begin or until you have been symptom-free for 24 hours, whichever 
is longer. This is to keep from infecting others and spreading the virus further.

Testing Day at BCHS is Wednesday, October 14.  All freshmen, sophomores and juniors will be taking standardized tests.  Sen-
iors  will have classes during the testing time.  Freshmen take the Educational Development Series, a test similar to the Iowa Test of 
Basic Skills.  Sophomores and juniors take the PSAT.  For the sophomores, the test is a practice to become familiar with the sections 
and format of the PSAT.  For both classes, taking the PSAT is helpful preparation for the SAT which most senior students take for 
admission to a university. 
Standardized testing provides important benchmark information in the educational development of our students.  Please be sure 
your student gets eight hours of sleep and a hearty breakfast for optimal performance on October 14. 
 
Parent/Teacher Conferences will take place in Madonna Hall on Thursday, October 22 from 2:00 ï 7:00 p.m.  Parents/guardians 
and their student(s) are encouraged to attend together.  This is a chance to hear how well your student is doing or to do a quick 
check-in with the teacher about how to help your student improve.  Please plan to attend. 
 
The annual Honor Roll Breakfast, hosted by the Administration, will be on Tuesday, November 3 at 7:00 a.m. in Madonna 
Hall.  For Second Honors, students must earn a 3.25 grade point average and be passing all classes with at least grade of C.  For First 
Honors, students must earn a 3.75 grade point average or above.  Mark your calendar to join us for this celebration of academic 
excellence.   
 
New members of the National Honor Society will be inducted at the breakfast on November 3.  To be eligible for induction, a stu-
dent must be at least a sophomore (Grade 10), have a cumulative grade point average of 3.20, have completed at least one semester 
at BCHS (if a transfer student) and demonstrate leadership, community service and good character.  Applications for admission can 
be picked up from the NHS moderator, Mr. Runyon and are due on or before Monday, October 19.

All three major universities 
will be here as well as a variety of the community colleges.

AIMS TESTING:   Yes, juniors at BCHS will be taking the AIMS test, but solely for the purpose of earning the 
High Honors Tuition Waiver through the Arizona Board of Regents.  Students must meet these three requirements 
to earn this tuition waiver to one of the Arizona universities: 
1. 3.5 UNWEIGHTED grade point average 
2. All Bôs and Aôs in their 16 core classes (English, Science, Math, Social Studies, Fine Arts, and Foreign Language) 
3. Earn ñexceeds standardsò on all 3 AIMS tests taken October 27, October 28 and October 29.   
The Arizona Board of Regents has stated that students must exceed on all three parts of the AIMS test by the end of 
junior year to qualify for this scholarship.  So juniors will have fall and spring to exceed standards.  If you have ques-
tions about your studentôs eligibility to take the AIMS test, contact Carol Caruso in the Counseling office. 
 

 
 
ACT/SAT TESTING ï These two tests are given during the year to determine readiness to do college work.  
Seniors need one of the two tests to be admitted to most universities.  Usually it does not matter which test the 
student takes; however, one of them should have been taken by now.  Juniors will begin to take their SAT/ACT this 
spring.  It is not too late for seniors, but please note the following test dates:

CTODP 2009 CAMPAIGN MORE IMPORTANT THAN EVER  
 

PHOENIX (September 4, 2009) The Catholic Tuition Organization of the Diocese of Phoenix 

(CTODP) announced on August 20, 2009, the suspension of a recently developed but never launched 

ñdonor recommendedò grants program called Catholic Education Fund. The program will be 

undergoing further review based on new and growing concerns about how such a program may affect 

the tax-status of CTODP and also donors who make recommendations. 

 

CTODP, the Catholic fundraising organization that uses a private education tax-credit to enable taxpaying 

individuals and corporations to redirect their Arizona tax dollars to support studentsô 

scholarships, earlier reported that nearly 60 percent of the total student population at Diocese of Phoenix 

elementary and secondary schools receives tuition assistance from CTODP. Yet surprisingly, only 1 in 

5 eligible registered Catholic households are currently participating in the tax-redirect program. 

 

Given the suspension of CEF, CTODP asks for all parish and school communities and families to give 

their strongest possible support for CTODPôs 2009 End of Year Campaign, especially given the 

challenge of the economy.
